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About the Speaker: Professor Paul Baum is the Evan Pugh Pro-
fessor of Mathematics at Pennsylvania State University. He works
in the field of non-commutative geometry. He is known for formulat-
ing the Baum-Connes conjecture with Professor Alain Connes in the
early 1980s.

In 2007, a meeting in honor of his 70th birthday was held in War-
saw by the Polish Academy of Sciences. In 2011, the University of
Colorado awarded him an honorary doctorate. In 2012 he became a
fellow of the American Mathematical Society and in the same year,
he was awarded an honorary doctorate by the Australian National
University, Canberra.

Abstract: Goal of this miniseries is to prove Atiyah-Singer as a corollary of Bott periodicity and
then show how to extend Atiyah-Singer to certain non-elliptic operators. It may be the case that
ellipticity is not the really essential point for formulas of Atiyah-Singer type.
